Dear Mr. President:
Our company is now among the many sectors of the U.S. economy that will be negatively impacted by the long-running NAFTA trucking dispute with Mexico. As of August 19th, Mexico began imposing tariffs of 20% to 25% on several cheese tariff lines, which together account for approximately 80% of U.S. cheese exports to Mexico, and roughly one-quarter of total U.S. cheese exports world-wide. Overall U.S. exports under these four tariff lines averaged an estimated $104 million over the last two years and totaled an estimated $59 million in 2010 through June. In cooperation with USDA’s export promotion programs, the U.S. dairy sector has invested many millions of dollars in the Mexican cheese market, with substantial success in building new consumption benefiting our company as well as other American farmers, processors and allied industries.

For many years, our company and others in the U.S. dairy industry worked hard with the U.S. government to ensure Mexico’s compliance with its NAFTA obligations with respect to dairy, a politically sensitive sector for Mexico. This resulted in a smooth transition in 2009 to all dairy products enjoying zero duty status into Mexico. This focus over the last several years also enabled us to grow that market such that it became our number one export market. 
Given this history, it is quite distressing to now see our country resisting compliance with its clear NAFTA obligations, particularly in light of your Administration’s own commitment to doubling exports by 2015. Furthermore, this is all the more concerning given the requirement that already exists for Mexican trucks and drivers to comply with all U.S. regulations applicable to U.S. trucks and truck drivers while operating in the U.S., as well as the consistent findings by both the Feb. 6, 2009 Inspector General’s Status Report on the trucking pilot program, and the Oct. 31, 2008 Independent Evaluation Panel Report that Mexican trucks in the program not only were safe, but that they were safer than their U.S. counterparts.
We respectfully request that you take action, Mr. President, to instruct your agencies to put forth a proposal for resolution of this issue without further delay, and to work closely with the Mexican government to arrive at an agreement on the trucking issue that obliges Mexico to remove the tariffs on U.S. exports.
